I am writing in support of clemency for Lisa Hanna. Lisa is a well-decorated US Army veteran who has served her country honorably in two tours overseas.  After the Army, she worked her way through college and law school, earning full academic scholarships along the way.  She earned her law degree from Thomas M. Cooley Law School, in Lansing, Michigan. Tragically, Lisa became a drug addict after the death of her nine-year-old son, Steven.  I have enclosed her story, so I won’t repeat the details in this letter. 

Lisa was targeted in a federal drug conspiracy case in 1998.  She has already served over 10 years on a 19 ½ year sentence and has been a role-model inmate. She has  

been clean and sober for 11 years and has benefited from substance abuse rehabilitation as well as grief and loss counseling.  She also achieved her Masters Degree in psychology during her incarceration. 

Lisa filed a petition for executive clemency which has been pending since October of 2009 and I strongly believe she deserves a second chance.  I have enclosed a fact sheet on Lisa, which details her many accomplishments in prison. I also believe she qualifies as someone who is serving a disproportionate sentence to that of her co-defendants, who are now free.
